POSITIONING ORDER OF START NUMBERS AND ADVERTISING TEXTS
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1 – Two start numbers on transparent background. Digit height is 25 cm. Digit line thickness can’t be less than 25 mm. Numbers must be stuck on upper side of both of the rear side windows.
2 – Surnames of both crew members and national flags must be stuck on lower side of both of the rear side windows. Letter height must be from 40 mm to 80 mm (FIA specification, see: T-2011, 7.2 and 7.2.1). Letter font is “Helvetica Bold”, font colour – white.
3 – Two rectangular “Organiser’s advertisement” stickers must be stuck on both of the front doors. Each sticker must be stuck horizontally next to frontal side of the door (top of the sticker must be 7 – 10 cm lower than the lower edge of the window). Sticker width is 67 cm, sticker height: 17 cm (including 1 cm of surround). Sticker must contain 15 x 15 cm square for start number, which must always be in front of the sticker in accordance with front of the car. If start number is greater than 99, then square may be wider. Start number digit height must be 14 cm and digit line thickness must be 2 cm. 
No other marking is allowed less than 10 cm from this sticker, except “LASF advertisement” sticker and car colours.
4 – Two rectangular “LASF advertisement” stickers must be stuck on both of the front doors. Each sticker must be stuck horizontally below both “Organiser’s advertisement” stickers. Sticker width is 67 cm, sticker height: 17 cm (including 1 cm of white surround). No other marking is allowed less than 10 cm from this sticker, except “Organiser’s advertisement” sticker and car colours.

If LASF will not use it’s advertising space, it may be used by the Participant only after decision by the LASF Rally committee.

5 – Rally logo. Must not be larger than 43 x 21.5 cm and must be stuck on the front bonnet on the car. 
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
