technical requirements for open Baltic countries autocross and rally-cross championship “Baltic cup” 2010
1 general requirements
1.1 Divisions of autocross championship
· Div 1A – engine up to 1600 cm3, FWD, no other limitations (≥ 4 seats car)
· Super 2000 – engine up to 2000 cm3, FWD or RWD, no other limitations (≥ 4 seats car)
· D-3A – AWD engine up to 1600 cm3, RWD engine up to 2000 cm3
· OPEN – engine up to 3500 cm3, no other limitations
· D-7 – engine up to 5000 cm3, RWD, buggy prepared on bases of GAZ 51-53
1.2 Divisions of rally-cross championship

· Div 1A – engine up to 1600 cm3, FWD, no other limitations (≥ 4 seats car)
· Super 2000 – engine up to 2000 cm3, FWD or RWD, no other limitations (≥ 4 seats car)
· OPEN – engine up to 3500 cm3, no other limitations
1.3 Requirements for cars
Each car should have:

· Start number – black classical font numbers in white rectangular background attached on both front doors (dimensions 500X380 mm), roof ceiling, right top corner of front windscreen and left top corner of front windscreen.
· Surname of driver, country flag on side of car.

· Technical passport or other documents issued by national automobile sport federation.

1.4 Requirements for drivers
Drivers must wear during racing:

· Suits (closed type) – FIA homologated is mandatory. Expired FIA homologation is allowed. Cotton T-shirts must be worn under suit if homologated underwear is used.
· Helmets – FIA homologated is mandatory. Expired FIA homologation is allowed. For divisions D-3A and D7 and for autocross cars with a metal mesh in windscreen and side screens motocross helmets is allowed. 
· Gloves – FIA homologated or expired FIA homologation is allowed.

· Helmet underwear – FIA homologated or expired FIA homologation is allowed.
· Boots – FIA homologated or expired FIA homologation is allowed.
1.5 Noise - exhaust
For all the divisions:

A limit of 100 dB/A is imposed for all cars. The noise will be measured in accordance with the FIA noise measuring procedure using a sonometer regulated at "A" and "SLOW", placed at an angle of 45° to and a distance of 500 mm from the exhaust outlet, with the car's engine running at 4500 rpm. A carpet of minimum 1500 x 1500 mm must be placed over the relevant area of ground.

Exhaust system has to have at least one exhaust silencer. The exhaust pipe must finish at the rear end of the car.

2 requirements for divisions cars
2.1 Weight of cars applicable divisions Div 1A, Super 2000 and OPEN  
Car together with driver, suite (helmet, suit, gloves, boots) and cars liquids (oil, gasoline and etc) must weight not less than indicated below based on engine capacity:

2.2 Body of car
According national regulations of Automobile Sport Federation.
2.3 Aerodynamic equipment
According national regulations of Automobile Sport Federation.

2.4 Ballast
Ballast could be applied for car with condition that it is fixed to floor of car with: 

· 2 steel tapes (20 x 2 mm) and belts with diameter ≥ 10 mm;

· Or screwed through ballast with  belts with diameter ≥ 12 mm.

Ballast belts should be ready for certification. 

2.5 Mudguard:
Must be installed for all wheels from flexible material, thickness not less than 4 mm. The bottom of mudguard must be no more than 120 mm from the ground on stopped cars, with nobody on board, and cover all width of wheel.
2.6 Loop for evacuation
Should be installed on the front and rear of car. Should be marked by yellow, red or orange colors.
2.7  Rear lights:

· Should be installed two red rear „STOP“ ligths: each light area at least 60 cm2, lamp at least 15 W. Lights should be fixed at 1.15 – 1.50 m height.

· Should be installed one red anti-fog light light area at least 60 cm2, lamp at least 15 W) which is lighting during movement of car.
· Rear lights equiped with LED are authorised.
2.8 Suspension:
No limitations for suspension.
2.9 Steering column:

Anti-theft devices must be removed. No other limitations.
2.10 Transmission:

No limitations for transmission.
2.11 Brakes:

Free, but there must be a double circuit operated by the same pedal and complying with following: the pedal shall normally control all the wheels. In case of a leakage at any point of the brake system pipes or of any kind of failure in the brake transmission system, the pedal shall still control at least two wheels. Anti-lock brake systems are not permitted. The brake discs must be made from ferrous material. A handbrake is authorised; it must be efficient and simultaneously control the two front wheels or the two rear wheels. Fluid tanks are forbidden inside the cockpit.
2.12 Mechanical components:

No mechanical component may protrude beyond the car's original bodywork, except inside the wings.
2.13 Switcher of main power
According national regulations of Automobile Sport Federation.

2.14 Accumulator

According national regulations of Automobile Sport Federation.

2.15 Wheels and tire
According national regulations of Automobile Sport Federation and short versions of regulations for event. Not allowed to use tires with diameter > 18’’. 
· Protector of tires should be:

· Width between two blocks ≤ 15 mm

· Depth of protector ≤ 15 mm

For rally-cross allowed to use rally tires only, e.g. tires of KX type (or chess type tire pattern) are prohibited. Heating of tires is prohibited.
2.16 Windscreen and sides screens:

Must be of laminated glass or of a polycarbonate, and the windows must be of safety glass or plastic. If of plastic, the thickness shall not be less than 5 mm. Cars with laminated windscreens which are damaged to such an extent that visibility is seriously impaired or that there is a likelihood of their breaking further during the event, will be rejected. The fitting of an additional windscreen washer tank or of one with a greater capacity is authorized.

2.17 Fuel tank:

The tank, the catch tank (buffer box), the pumps and all component of the fuel feed system shall be located at least 300 mm from the bodyshell in both lateral and longitudinal directions, outside the driver's compartment. In all cases, the tank, including the filler pipe must be isolated by a firewall or by a container, both of which shall be flameproof and fire-resistant, preventing any fuel from infiltrating the cockpit and any contact with the exhaust pipes. 
The tanks must be protected effectively and securely attached to the shell or the chassis of the car. The use of safety foam in tanks is recommended. All the fuel pumps must operate only when the engine is running, or during the starting process.

2.18 Cooling radiator
The water radiator and its capacity are free; its location may be changed. The fitting of extra cooling fans is permitted. A radiator screen may be fitted, provided that no reinforcement of the body shell results.
2.19 Safety belts:
FIA homologated or expired FIA homologation is allowed without visible damages. FIA standards 8856-2000, 8854, 8853, 8854/98 or 8853/98 should be applied.
2.20 Driver seat:

Allowed to use racing type driver seat only, FIA homologated or expired FIA homologation is allowed. Fixing of driver seat according FIA requirements.
2.21 Safety cage
Installed according requirements of FIA: amendment J, article 253-8.

2.22 Fire-extinguisher
According national regulations of Automobile Sport Federation. Fire-extinguisher is not mandatory for cars.
2.23 Engine:

Allowed fluctuations of engine capacity – 2.5%. Mark of engine should be the same manufacturer as car body (except division OPEN). Place of engine should not be changed as installed by manufacturer (except division OPEN).
2.24 Turbo (for OPEN only)
For supercharged engines of OPEN cars, the maximum cylinder capacity authorised is 2058 cm3.

2.25 Fuel supply and exhaust systems
No limitations for fuel supply or exhaust systems.  
2.26 Fuel, oil and cooling liquid pipes
Pipes should be isolated from driver in order to prevent leakage to driver in case of damage.

3 Requirements for division d-3A

Cars should comply with FIA requirements of Amendment J article 257. It is allowed to use motocross type helmets.
· AWD - engine up to 1600 cm3
· FWD - engine up to 2000 cm3
