2009 Baltic championship Baltic Open supplementary regulations

1. The Championship comprises one title of BALTIC OPEN Champion for Teams in each Class BALTIC OPEN I and BALTIC OPEN II. The driver will be declared the Champion if he at least entered 3 events and drived in each event at least 20 % of the race. The one car could be driven by one or two drivers during the 1 hour race. 
2. The Championship Events will be made up of one race with a maximum duration of one hour with one obligatory Pit stop for a driver change during each race to be made between the 20th and the 40th minutes (from start signal to chequered flag, excluding the formation lap).  Or two sprint races, not longer than 45 mins. Each. During the sprint race there will be no drivers changes. 
THE CHAMPIONSHIP 

3.a) The title of Champion for drivers will be awarded to the driver which has scored the highest number of points, taking into consideration all the results obtained during the Events which have taken place.  

b) For each title (Baltic Open I and Baltic Open II), there will be a separate classification. 

c) During sprint races following scorring will apply:

If the car is driven by one driver during the both sprint races, the points will be divided by 2.  If the car at each race is driven by separate driver, each of them will receive the full points, but for the teams championship the points will be divided by 2.   

4. Points for the title of  Champion for drivers are awarded at each Race according BaTCC points table. 

DEAD HEAT 

5. Prizes and points awarded according to the classification for competitors who tie, will be added together and shared equally. 

6. If two or more drivers finish the season or event with the same number of points, the higher place in the Championship shall be awarded to: 

a) The holder of the greatest number of first places, 

b) If the number of first places is the same, the holder of the greatest number of second places, 

c) If the number of second places is the same, the holder of the greatest number of third places and so on until a winner emerges. 

d) If this procedure fails to produce a result, higher place shall be awarded to the driver which is holder of more higher place in qualifying. The drivers from the same team will be both awarded with the champion titles. 
CHANGES OF DRIVER 

7. a)Throughout the Event, no more than two drivers may drive one and the same car. Change of driver or stopping in the pits mandatory during each race. 
Any modification to the composition of the crew taking part in the Event must be requested to the Stewards before the end of sporting checks. During the Event, a driver may not change from one car to another. 

b) The obligatory pit stop/neutralisation for driver changes is 60 seconds. This will be checked by a marchal with hand held timer, but each crew is responsible for correct timing by itself. The pit stop must be carried out in front of the designated pit or area of each team under the responsability of the designated Competitor. 

The pit stop must be carried out by passing the pit lane entry or pit lane timing loop the 20th and 40th minutes respectively of the race (not before 20m.00s.000 and not after 39m.59s.999). These times will be counted from the start of the race. (green light or extinguishing of the red light). 

c) The following Stop & Go Penalties can be applied 

if there is a breach of Article 7b): 

1. Time of the pit stop under the published time (less than 60 secons): 

Stop & Go Penalty of the time missed. 

2. All speeding over the Pit Lane limit: 

Stop and Go 

3. Start of the obligatory pit stop outside the obligatory times: 

Stop & Go of 60 seconds. 

However, should any of the penalties under 1) and 2) above be imposed and notified during the last 5 minutes of  the race, or after the end of the race, a 60-second time penalty shall be added to the elapsed time of the car concerned. In case 3) a time penalty of  90 seconds. In case the team did not executed the obligatory pitstop at all, the team will be excluded from the race.
NUMBER OF CARS PARTICIPATING 

8. The number of cars allowed to practice and to start the race is as provided for in supplement n°2 of Appendix O to the Code. 

TYRE AND FUEL LIMITATION DURING THE EVENT 

9. The use of tyre heating systems is forbidden. 

10. Tyres dimensions, number and compound are free

11. No tyre changes is allowed during the race.  The tyre could be changed if damaged and the permission of the scrutineers are given or the track is wet and it’s dangerous to continue on slick tyres. If damaged tyre change is required during the obligatory pitstop, this could be done just after the driver change is completed. Change to rain tyres is forbidden during obligatory pit stop.
12. Refueling is prohibited during the practice, qualifying practice, warm up and race

RACE FORMAT 

13. One 60 minute race.  

PIT LANE AND PITS 

14. For the avoidance of doubt and for description purposes, the pit lane shall be divided into two lanes. The lane closest to the pit wall is designated the "fast lane", and the lane closest to the garages is designated the "working lane" and is the only area where any work may be carried out on a car. 

15. Any driver intending to start the race from the pit lane may not drive his car from his team’s designated space until the pit exit is closed and must stop in a line in the fast lane. 

16. No equipment may be left in the fast and working lane. A car may enter or remain in the fast lane only with the driver sitting in the car behind the steering wheel in his normal position, and under its own power. 

17. Team personnel are allowed in the pit lane a maximum of 1 lap before they are required to work on a car and must withdraw as soon as the work is complete (at the latest 1 lap after). 

18. The supporting arms may not exceed 4 metres in length (measured from the working lane pit wall) and they must be positioned at least 2 metres above the ground. 

19. It is the responsibility of the competitor to release his car after a pit stop only when it is safe to do so. 

ASSISTANCE IN THE PIT LANE 

20. During the obligatory pit stop during the race, the driver being replaced and one mechanic may help the replacement driver to install himself in the car. One Mechanic may clean the windscreen. No work on the car, except damaged tyre change could be carried out during obligatory pitstop. 

22. A maximum of three mechanics from the team of the participating car may work on the car during other (not obligatory) pitstops in pitlane. 

23. All other team members standing in the "working lane" will be considered as working on the car, as will a driver if he performs any work on the car, and counted as a mechanic. A penalty may be imposed on a team for any additional team member in excess of the persons authorised. 

24. During any pit stop, the driver is obliged to turn off his engine (exception – turbo cars). The car’s engine may be restarted only when the car is about to join the race and is in contact with the ground on its complete wheels. 

25. Any breach of the provisions of the Code or these Sporting Regulations relating to pit lane assistance may result in up to the exclusion of the car and driver(s) concerned from the Event. 

Marshals will be present to check that the rules relating to pit lane assistance and refuelling are respected. 

PENALTIES

26. The Stewards may impose any of the following two penalties (in substitution or in addition to other available penalties) on any driver involved in an Incident. 

a) A Stop and Go time penalty. The driver must enter the pit lane, stop in the penalty zone and then rejoin the race. 
b) a drop of ten grid positions at the driver’s next race. 

However, should any of the above penalties be imposed during the last five minutes of the race, or after the end of the race, time penalty of 30 seconds shall be added to the elapsed time of the car concerned. 

GENERAL SAFETY 

27. During the Qualifying practice and the Race repairs to a car may only be carried out on the working lane. 

28. The competitors must make at least one fire extinguisher of 5 kg capacity available per car in the pit and ensure that they work properly. 

29. All cars abandoned on the circuit during the  free practice session and/or qualifying session will be brought back to the pits during the interval and may participate in the subsequent session. 

30. Should one or more sessions be thus interrupted, no protest can be accepted as to the 

possible effects of the interruption on the qualification of drivers admitted to start. 

THE RACE 

31. A race will not be stopped in the event of rain unless the circuit is blocked or it is dangerous to continue  

32. During the race, drivers leaving the pit lane will do so under their own responsibility. 

SUSPENDING A RACE 

33. Should it become necessary to suspend a race because the circuit is blocked by an accident or because weather or other conditions make it dangerous to continue, the clerk of the course will order red flags to be shown at all marshals’ posts and the abort lights to be shown at the Line. When the signal is given overtaking is forbidden, the pit exit will be closed and all cars must proceed slowly to the red flag line where they must stop in

staggered formation. If the leading car on the track is not at the front of the line any cars between it and the red flag line will be waved off to complete another lap three minutes before the race is resumed. 

If any cars are unable to return to the grid as a result of the track being blocked they will be brought back when the track is cleared and will be arranged in the order they occupied before the race was suspended. Any such cars will then be permitted to resume the

race. The Safety Car will then be driven to the front of the line of cars behind the red flag line. 

Whilst the race is suspended: 

-neither the race nor the timekeeping system will stop ; 

-cars may not be worked on the grid (except driver change if change window is open)
-only team members and officials will be permitted on the grid. 

Cars may enter the pit lane when the race is suspended but a Stop and Go penalty will be imposed on any driver who enters the pit lane or whose car is pushed from the grid to the pit lane after the race has been suspended. Any car which was in the pit entry or pit lane when the race was suspended will not incur a penalty.All cars in the pit lane will be permitted to leave the pits once the race has been resumed but any which were in the pit entry or pit lane when the race was suspended will be released before any others. 

Subject to the above, any car intending to resume the race from the pit exit may do so in the order they got there under their own power, unless another car was unduly delayed. 

At all times drivers must follow the directions of the marshals. 

FINISH 

34. The end-of-race signal will be given at the Line as soon as the leading car crosses it after the scheduled time has elapsed. 

35. Should for any reason the end-of-race signal be given before the scheduled time has elapsed, the race will be deemed to have finished when the leading car last crossed the Line before the signal was given. Should the end-of-race signal be delayed for any reason, the race will be deemed to have finished when it should have finished. 

CLASSIFICATION 

36. The car placed first will be the one having covered the longest distance within the scheduled time. All cars will be classified taking into account the number of complete laps they have covered and, for those which have completed the same number of laps, the order in which they crossed the Line. 

37. Cars having covered less than 50% of the number of laps covered by the winner of its class (rounded down to the nearest whole number of laps) will not be classified.
